How does the contest work?

CATEGORY OVERVIEW:
Class: Beginners (bear making not longer than 3 years and the ability to design simple patterns)
Category A: Teddy Bears dressed or undressed, size up to 50 cm

Class: Advanced (bear making longer than 3 years and the ability to design challenging patterns)
Category E: Teddy Bears undressed (total size 11-50 cm)

Category F: Teddy Bears dressed (total size 11-50 cm)

Category G: Miniature Teddy Bears, dressed or undressed (total size up to 10 cm)

Category H: Animal World (realistic or phantasy, dressed or undressed (total size up to 50 cm)
Category J: Old-fashioned Bears undressed (total size up to 50 cm)

You may enter several entries in different categories of the same class, but only 1 entry per
category. Pairs of bears or animals are allowed, if they are thematically related (for example
mother and child, police man and thief etc.). Tableaus cannot participate. The bears or
animals can be sewn, knitted, crocheted, needle-felted, made from clay or combinations of
that.

Design:
The entry has to be designed and made completely by the participant.

Exclusivity of the entries:
As in previous years all entries will be published anonymously (without artist and entry names).

This condition
refers to private websites, Blogs, internet forums, Social Media pages such as Facebook,
Instagram, Pinterest as well as to fairs and shows, magazines of all kinds and Etsy,
Amazon, Ebay and other kinds of Online-Shops.

— are available for adoption or available as pattern or kit, no matter whether at fairs or Online.

— are/were shown in public in the context of other contests such as ,, Ted Worldwide* and
,Golden George“ before or during the ,Glaserner Teddybar” voting. After the votes the
entries can be shown, offered for sale or registered for other contests.
